· One of the first shows of the season. 
· History of the show indicates attendance to be in the 2500-3000 range with vendor sales averaging $800-$4000, depending on your category.  It is anticipated that this year with the focus being on this being a fundraiser for the School of The Holy Childhood that our base of advertising and promotion of the event will give us a much larger base for creating greater attendance.
· This is a "JURIED" show and is taken very seriously by the committee to only accept those vendors work whose originality, quality of product and craftsmanship, booth set-up and appearance meet the criteria will be accepted.  
· There will be no tolerance of import, buy/sell, kits, showing or selling of anything that is not indicated on the original application.  Any infractions to the policies of the show committee, you will be asked to remove items from your booths and or to be closed down and removed with no refunds of incurred fees.

· JURY RESULTS -- In consideration of our vendors, the Jury Committee will begin meeting to review applications beginning 1/15/2011, and will meet weekly to review new applications.  Results of acceptances or declines will be mailed within 9 days following receipt of applications beginning 1/15.  This is a great method and avoids vendors having to wait so long to hear of their acceptance and work out show schedules for other possible events you may wish to enter but conflict.  Also we are not sitting on your money for many, many months before the event takes place.
· SHOW AWARDS --  Monetary awards will be awarded.  $200 for 1st Place Best of Show, $100 for 2nd Place Best Of Show, and $50 to 3rd Place Best Of Show.  Food, Pre-packaged, and the Other category will not be eligible for Judging.
· Overall Artist Tent -- A Big Top Tent will be available that will accommodate artists whom do not wish to set-up their own tent.  Space is limited and is given on a first come basis upon acceptance to the show.  You will still need to supply your own set-up displays and inventories.  

· Wine Tasting Tent -- this has become a very popular offering of the higher level shows and brings increased attendance overall.  There is no consumption of any alcohol on the festival grounds and only bottle sales are allowed by the individual wineries.
· ARTIST'S & BUSINESS RAFFLE TENT --  Participating artist's  if they so desire, contributes a piece of their work (you place the value of the donation and a receipt will be issued for any donation).  These items are displayed in a large overall festival tent at the entrance of the grounds.   Attendees than purchase raffle tickets and winners (not necessary to be present to win) are notified of their winnings.  This is an extra way for your work to be seen early on and bring them to your individual booth.  The success of this portion of the show has been met with great enthusiasm by our participating vendors and are hopeful for the continuation and participation.
· VENDOR SET-UP --  Will take place on Friday May 20th, 2011 between the hours of 11:00am-7:00pm, or on Saturday May 21st from 7:00am-9:30m.  You will need to come prepared with tent/canopy, display set-up materials, all inventories, min. of 100' outdoor extension cords for electric if applied for.
· VENDOR BREAKFAST --  Refreshments will be available for the vendor on Saturday and Sunday morning.  These services will be indicated and discussed further in your acceptance package.
· SECURITY -- Will be provided on the grounds from 8:00pm Friday till 7:00am Saturday.  And from 6:00pm Saturday till 8:00am on Sunday.
