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The "2010 Naples Spring Artisan Showcase" would like to take this opportunity to invite you to participate as a vendor with us on May 22nd & 23rd, 2010.  This is the second year for this high quality artistic showcase and your work and offerings would be most desirable to having you join us.  You are being sought as a past participant, or through the recommendation of your peers and viewing audience.  We hope that you will take this opportunity to read through the enclosed information and applications and that you will see the benefits of applying.  The festival is sponsored in part by the "Bristol Valley Theater", a finger lakes performing arts center and Grape Moments, fine art studio and show productions, with a Mission of continued offerings of the arts and craftsman another  venue to have their work seen and purchased.

2009 was the first year for the show, and it was met by the vendors as well as the attendees with great enthusiasm.  Over one-half of the 2009 vendors have already applied or are planning to rejoin us.  This spring show is one of the first shows for the season for the finger lakes area and using the results and suggestions of last year's vendors surveys comments, as well as the incorporation of many new changes being made by the committee we are sure to see increased attendance and even greater public awareness and compliments.  With an attendance of approximately 2000+ people in 2009.  Sales reported averaged over $500 with one-third of the vendors reporting sales of $1000 to $2500.  Considering that at the time of last year's show the country was at it's height of our economic disasters that have plagued and brought show vendors reduced sales and lower attendance, coupled with it having been a first year event these are extremely good results. 


· One of the first shows of the season. This is a great way to promote other shows you will be doing for the 2010 season, and another avenue to continue showing your presence in the world of the arts.  While it is always difficult to find the ultimate perfect date for this particular type of event, note that every attempt has been made to find a date that does not conflict with too many other local shows.  Note that this is the weekend before Memorial Day weekend.  Last years show brought great weather and we are hopeful 2010 will be the same.

· This is a "JURIED" show and is taken very seriously by the committee to only accept those vendors work whose originality, quality of product and craftsmanship, booth set-up and appearance meet the criteria.  
· Every attempt will be made to allow only the highest quality works.  There will be no tolerance of import, buy/sell, kits, showing or selling of anything that is not indicated on the original application.  All vendors represented must be present for the full time that the show is open.  Any infractions to the policies of the show committee, you will be asked to remove items from your booths and or to be closed down and removed with no refunds of incurred fees.

· As this show is an artisan showcase we want the visitors to view and shop and support you.  Thus we limit the number of food vendors and keep within a style that is appropriate to the mission of the show.

· We will be limiting the number of "Jewelry" vendors to the show.  This is not done to offend or to downplay the quality of a vendors chosen category.  However, it is a well known fact that this category is saturating the show venue marketplace.  In fairness to each other and to the show offerings this policy will be strictly enforced.
· Awards will be given to the "Best of Category Winners" (there must be a minimum of 3 vendors in a category to be eligible and the OTHER and pre-packaged food vendor category will not be judged).  One "BEST OF SHOW WINNER" will be chosen and will receive a $100 VISA Gift Card and Award.

· Wine Tasting Tent -- this has become a very popular offering of the higher level shows and brings increased attendance overall.  There is no consumption of any alcohol on the festival grounds and only bottle sales are allowed by the individual wineries.
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· ARTIST'S RAFFLE TENT --  Participating artist's  if they so desire, contributes a piece of their work (you place the value of the donation and a receipt will be issued for any donation over the $50 value).  These items are displayed in a large overall festival tent at the entrance of the grounds.   Attendees than purchase raffle tickets and winners (not necessary to be present to win) are notified of their winnings.  This is an extra way for your work to be seen early on and bring them to your individual booth.  Over 85% of the vendors in 2009 participated in this activity.

· VENDOR FEES --  We have made every attempt to keep the fees for the show as low as possible, yet bring quality vendors to the forefront.  The committee realizes how very expensive it is for those vendors doing a large number of shows for a season to have the promoters sitting on their monies for so very months, prior to show acceptance and Showtime.   These fee amounts have no bearing on the quality of the show or its participants.  It is only being done as a consideration to you and your finances. NOTE:  If financial constraints are keeping you from applying, please contact us ASAP to discuss possible other alternatives available, depending on circumstances.
· LODGING --  For our out-of-town vendors or convenience, upon acceptance to the show you will receive a listing of the nearby places to stay, many of which will offer discounts for vendors of the show.

· APPLICATION DEADLINE DATE --  All applications are due NO LATER THAN MARCH 1st, 2010.  Applications received after this date are subject to a $10 late fee which must be included in the application package.
· SECURITY -- Will be provided on the grounds from 8:00pm Friday till 7:00am Saturday.  And from 6:00pm Saturday till 8:00am on Sunday.
· ADVERTISING / PROMOTION OF SHOW -- Increased signage, ads, posters, vendor postcards, web site linking, magazine/newspaper articles, radio & TV announcements will be greater in 2010.

CONTINUATION OF ACCEPTANCE --  Applications received after the March 1st date are welcome, however is subject to a $10 late fee, which must be included with application.  Jurying for late applications will be done once a week with final notification sent to you within 10 days of receipt of application.
SHOW SET-UP --  All Vendors must report for check-in to the Headquarters Station located at the top of the Town Hall steps prior to starting setting-up.  You may set-up on Friday May 21st, 2010 from 11:00am to 8:00pm or on Saturday May 22nd, from 7:00am to 9:30am.  These hours will be strictly enforced and no exceptions will be made.
